| am directed to say that this Ministry of Minority Affairs has introduced the scheme of
post matric scholarship for students belonging to the minority communities notified by the
central Government. This is a Centrally Sponsored Scheme (CSS) being implemented
through the State Government / Union Territory Administrations, from 2007-2008 at 100%
funding to state / Union Territories.
2. As per the provision of the scheme , the concerned state government / Union
Territory Administration are required to widely advertise the scheme, in the leading
language newspapers / local dailies / vernacular and by using other suitable publicity media
, well in time every year, inviting application from eligible students foe award of scholarship.
The scheme may be widely advertised positively by 15.07.2009. The format of draft
advertisement is enclosed (Annexure-l). Necessary details in the draft advertisement like full
address, Telephone no. , etc. of the concerned offices that will receive of applications, may
be filled in at your level. You may like to give time upto 15.09.2009 for receipt of applications
from the students through the concerned school / College / Institute.
3. As the number of scholarships is fixed, state / Union Territory-wise distribution of
scholarships for the year 2009-2010 has been made on the basis of minority population of
2001 census. The state / Union Territory-wise and community-wise distribution of
scholarships (renewal and new) is enclosed (Annexure-Il)
4. As per the scheme, 2% of the budgeted amount for the scheme has been kept for
administrative expenses for engagement og personnel on contract basis, purchase of
computer, printer & furniture, printing of application forms, advertisement and the evaluation
& monitoring of the scheme.
5. A copy of the scheme has sent last year and is available at the website of this
Ministry www.minorityaffairs.gov.in Format to be filled by state / Union Territory for release
of grant-in-aid, along with utilization certificate form and check list is enclosed (Annexure-IIl)

6. State Government / Union Territory Administration may keep a suitable provision in
the budget for 2009-2010.
7. The scheme should also be circulated to the state minorities commission, Minority

Development & Finance Corporation, state commission for Women, other minority
institutions, panchayat Raj Institutions, Non Government organisations and to all
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Government & recognised private schools / colleges / Universities / institutions, so as to
reach the target group among the students of your State / Union Territory.

8. It is requested that the proposal for sanction and release of funds for scholarships in
the prescribed format along with Utilisation Certificate for 2008-2009 and duly filled in and
certified check list may be sent positively by 15-10-2009.

9. In case proposal is not received from State Government / Union Territory
Administration in this ministry by 15.10.2009, the scholarships allocated to the state / union
Territory may be redistributed to other needy States / Union Territories who required
additional scholarships.

10. In order to make savings of funds, state Government Union Territory Administration
may publish the advertisement for both the schemes of post matric scholarship pre matric
scholarship together. State Government / Union Territory Administration who have
computerized the selection process through computerization can claim the administrative
expenses for both the schemes i.e., 2% of scholarship amount sanctioned for Post-matric
scholarship and 1% of scholarship amount sanctioned for pre matric scholarship.

11. State Government / Union Territory Administration who have the need to modify the
application form to screen out candidates at an early stage b way of introducing a
preliminary & main form could do so at their discretion.

Object :

The objective of the scheme is to award scholarship to the meritorious students
belonging to economically weaker sections of minority communities to enable them to
pursue higher education from class Xl to Ph.D. technical / vocational courses for
enhancing their employability.

Scope:

The scholarship is to be awarded for studies in India only.
